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Sévigné

This thoroughly enjoyable romantic comedy from the director of COSTA BRAVA follows the intersecting lives of a beautiful, brilliant theater director and a quirky lesbian writer. Júlia, the star director of the National Public Theater in Barcelona, is married to an influential critic (Josep Maria Pou, THE SEA INSIDE) and is having an affair with the theater’s young programmer. Marina (director Marta Balletbò-Coll) has written an unconventional script based on the life of Madame de Sévigné, a French Enlightenment figure, and is desperate to see it on stage. After a chance meeting in a restaurant, Júlia agrees to produce the play. The two women retreat to Júlia’s country home to work out the kinks in the script and in Júlia’s various relationships. Stunning locations and strong performances keep this witty story bubbling along as it opens up conversations about the role of art in the theater and about following one’s heart. -KS
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
